
Gold / Platinum Wet Room Kit Install Instructions 

Kit Contents 

  
Pre formed shower 

tray with drain 

 
The pre-formed shower trays provide a rigid / 
water proof base for your shower area. A built 
in slope creates a drain away surface ready 
for tiling. 

  
Tanking / Insula-

tion Boards 

 
The tanking boards provide a fully water-
proofed lining for the floors and walls. They 
also provide a strong clean surface for tiling, 
and an excellent insulator for use with Under-
floor Heating etc. 

  
Mira 4400 Multicoat 

 
Neoprene based thick liquid membrane for 
100% waterproofing of floors and walls. Ap-
plied to the surface with a brush or roller. 

  
Mira 4120 Sealer 

 
Liquid, acrylic based solution with red colour-
ing. Used to provide a waterproof coating for 
walls before the Mira 4400 Multicoat and Safe-
coat is applied. 

  
Mira Safecoat / 
Seal Manchet 

 
Safecoat roll / strip is used with 4400 Multicoat 
to create a robust waterproof barrier. 



What is a óWet Zoneô and a óDamp Zoneô? 

These diagrams show the extent 
of the ówet zoneô and ódamp 
zoneô in a : 
 
1. bathroom,  
2. washroom   
3. shower area.  
 
The recommended degree of 
waterproofing is based on these 
designed areas. 
 
In the UK it is a legal require-
ment to use an approved water-
proofing  system. 
 
 
The wall area behind the sink / 
basin is only regarded as a ówet 
zoneô if a shower attachment is 
fitted. 
 
 



Installing the Shower Tray and Drain 

¶ The shower tray is designed to be fully supported and to fit onto a dallmer drain. The 

threaded drain screw must be no more than 38mm long. 

¶ Where floor boarding has been removed to gain space, the gaps between the joists 

should be infilled with suitable boarding to support the shower tray, 

¶ It is essential that the drain is correctly installed and positioned before fixing the 

shower tray, 

¶ Ensure the drain is correctly positioned so it does not distort the shower tray during 

installation. 



Make Sure the supporting base is com-
pletely flat. The shower tray must be fully 
supported over its complete area. 
 
The top face of the drain body must be 
flush with the level on which the shower 
tray is to be fixed. After positioning the 
drain body, fit the dallmer rubber gasket to 
the top of the drain body. 
 
Ensure the drain body is fully sup-
ported. This requires fitting a support-
ing box around the drain which can 
then be filled with mortar. 
 
Re-Check the supporting base beneath 
the shower tray to ensure it is completely 
flat. Do not hang the drain from the 
shower tray without support. 
 
Half of the rubber gasket should sit above 
the surface. 
 
When the drain has been correctly posi-
tioned the shower tray should be fully bed-
ded down onto the substrate with a flexi-
ble tile adhesive such as Mira 3130. Apply 
up to a 10mm radius around the drain. In-
sure the shower tray is perfectly flat. 
 
Ensure the centre of the shower tray is 
correctly positioned over and in line with 
the drain body before the tile adhesive 
sets. 
 
Using the tool supplied with the dallmer 
drain, screw the upper (waste) drain sec-
tion through the shower tray into the lower 
drain body to create a watertight seal. 
 
Check that the slope is towards the 
drain and that all 4 sides of the shower 
tray are completely level. 
 
After the tile adhesive has set, secure the 
tray to wooden floors using screws with 
300mm centres. Then silicone around the 
outside of the square drain. 



Fixing the Tanking Boards to the Floor 

Fix the Tanking Boards to the subfloor using either a non flexible tile adhesive such as 
Mira 3100 or Screws and washers at 200 mm centres. The tanking boards should be fit-
ted in a brick wall like style. 

Once the tanking boards have been fitted, you will need to use the Mira Safecoat and 
Multicoat to waterproof  the joints. Simply use a brush or roller to paint the multicoat onto 
all joins approx 7.5 cm either side of the joint. Then push the safecoat into the multicoat 
and apply a second coat of multicoat. You should also waterproof the joint between the 
shower tray and the tanking boards. 



Waterproofing the Walls 

For the waterproofing of the walls we provide 12.5mm tanking boards for the walls.  
1. Platinum kits include tanking for full room coverage. 
2. Gold kits include coverage for 50% of the walls. 
The walls coverage must include the walls around the shower / bath areas and also the 
sink area if a shower attachment is fitted to the sink. 

If the tanking boards are to be fitted to concrete / brick walls, Tile adhesive can be used 
for fixing to the walls. The boards can simply be cut using a knife or plaster board saw. 
The tanking board is also the same thickness as plasterboard if you intend to use plaster-
board in the dry areas of the room. 

If you are fitting the tanking boards to a 
wooden frame, you simply screw the boards 
in to the frame using galvanized screws and 
washers at 200mm centres. 

Once the tanking boards have been fitted to 
the walls, all joins must be sealed to provide 
a 100% waterproof barrier. The joints should 
be covered with Mira 4400 Multicoat with 
Mira Safecoat pressed into the multicoat, a 
second coat of multicoat should then be ap-
plied. The joint between the floor and the 
walls should also be joined using the above 
method. 



Once dried the room is now ready for the tiling and fixtures and fittings to be installed. If 
Underfloor heating is to be used, the heating mats / cables can be installed on top of the 
4400 multicoat and safecoat.
